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The introduction of The Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR) has major implications on the quality and standard setting methods for educational institutions throughout Europe.  The recent introduction of the CEFR in the Norwegian school system is bound to have an impact on language teaching and assessment in Norwegian colleges and universities in the years to come.  This project will attempt two investigations that will allow the University of Bergen to establish quality and standards for language students when they enter the University and also establish some computer based tools which can work to standardize the testing of students’ language competence and supervisors’ assessment of written work.   Funding will be expected from within the University of Bergen’s quality reform process

Information on students entering language study

This subproject will work to determine what information on student backgrounds is most useful to language teachers when students first start their study at the University of Bergen.  This project will attempt to establish what information is most relevant to future language study and also how such information can be used to improve quality within language education at Bergen University.

Computer based collaborative tools to aid in language assessment

This sub project will attempt to understand what elements of information and communications technology may be most useful for teachers to collaborate in order to establish common norms for the assessment of written assessments.  Building on expertise that has already developed within InterMedia in understanding the learner’s use of computer supported collaborative learning systems this project will attempt to understand how similar technology can support the educator in computer supported collaborative assessment.  The specific focus of the research will be to look at online collaboration for educators assessing written language work and grading that work to standards under the Common European Framework.
